CHRYSOPRASE

An internet search for an alternate birthstone for May
gives “Agate” Since the color of choice for the
birthstone is green, what better choice could there be
than Chrysoprase, an apple-green agate?
Mineralogically  speaking, it is crypto-crystalline
quartz, Specific Gravity 2.62+.02 translucent to nearly
transparent, waxy luster, hardness 7.0, conchoidal
fracture, no cleavage. Green, color apparently due to
either oxides or complex silicates of nickel. Esthetically
speaking, it is an outstandingly beautiful semi-precious
stone, which can be cut into attractive cabochons,
beads, or any of a number of “Art objects.” It is one of
the stones which are called “Jade” by Chinese carvers.

Metaphysically speaking, it is strengthening to the heart
chakra, and may be worn as a ring or a pendant. It is
found in many locales, but by far the most attractive
stones come from Australia. [If you are looking for an
alternate to the less durable but more expensive
emerald, Chrysoprase would seem to be an excellent
choice.
