December’s Mystical Birthstone - Black Onyx

The term “Onyx” comes from the ancient Assyrian
language, in which it meant, “Ring.” Chemically, it is
cryptocrystalline silicon dioxide, the color being
caused by carbon; Mineraogicaly it is Jasper —
hardness 7, conchoidal fracture, no cleavage, specific
gravity 2.66 + 0.01, waxy luster; usually black with
white bands. Since it is a jasper, it is readily worked
and produces interesting and occasionally strikingly
beautiful sculptures and items of personal adornment
from beads and brooches to ring stones, bola ties and
even belt buckles. In this respect, it resembles most
other forms of jasper.

Metaphysically, it is believed to be a strong
emotionally protective stone, since it absorbs negative
vibrations and transforms them to positive ones. It
relieves stress and promotes tranquility. It is aso a
strong grounding stone, being nearly as powerful as
hematite, and much more durable. It also encourages
steadfastness in the pursuit of materia goals, and
helps in their redlization. It is useful in maintaining a
connection to the present, in letting go of past failures,
particularly in interpersona relationships, and in
overcoming outworn beliefs and attitudes.

While it may at one time have been a naturally
occurring stone, most, if not all “Black Onyx” in
modern jewelry is manufactured. It is made from
banded white agate by extended boiling in saturated
sugar solution, followed by high temperature baking
of the resulting stone to carbonize the sugar. Sincethe
penetration of the surface is frequently not very deep,
stones are usually shaped to their final contours before
treatment, and polished afterward. This process is
usualy quite successful in producing black onyx
artistic objects and jewelry. Whether the metaphysical
properties are produced by the treatment, are merely
enhanced properties of the basic agate, or are a result
of attitude on the part of the owner of the stone is
immaterial; it can be a very handsome stone, and
deserves consideration for inclusion in the collection,
whatever ones birth month.
